DISCUSSION:

On March 29, 2023, the Governor signed Senate Bill (SB) 102, known as the Live Local Act into law that seeks to provide incentives to build affordable and workforce housing. The law is effective July 1, 2023. The purpose of this Public Hearing item is to inform the City Commission of the pending law and to approve the qualified inventory for real property within the City of Holly Hill and to adopt a Resolution that includes the inventory list.  The list is below. 
BACKGROUND:
The Live Local Act was signed into law on March 29, 2023 and is effective July 1, 2023. Attached to the packet is (1) Bill Analysis and Fiscal Impact Statement and (2) text of the Live Local Act. The law has a wide range of amendments to state level resources that is discussed in the bill analysis. The focus of this disposition item is the amendments that would impact local jurisdictions. City staff are reviewing SB 102 and additional information will be provided leading up to the implementation.  Key parts of the legislation include:
1)
A municipality must authorize multifamily and mixed-use residential as allowable uses in any area zoned for commercial, industrial, or mixed use if at least 40 percent of the residential units in a proposed multifamily rental development are, for a period of at least 30 years, affordable as defined in s. 420.0004. Notwithstanding any other law, local ordinance, or regulation to the contrary, a municipality may not require a proposed multifamily development to obtain a zoning or land use change, special exception, conditional use approval, variance, or comprehensive plan amendment for the building height, zoning, and densities authorized under this subsection.

2)
 A municipality may not restrict the density of a proposed development authorized under this subsection below the highest allowed density on any land in the municipality where residential development is allowed.

3)
A municipality may not restrict the height of a proposed development authorized under this subsection below the highest currently allowed height for a commercial or residential development located in its jurisdiction within 1 mile of the proposed development or 3 stories, which is higher. 

4)
A proposed development authorized under this subsection must be  administratively approved and no further action by the governing body of the municipality is required if the development satisfies the municipality’s land development regulations for multifamily developments in areas zoned for such use and is otherwise consistent with the comprehensive plan, with the exception of the provisions establishing allowable densities, height, and land use.

5)
Requires local governments to maintain a public, written policy that outlines procedures for expediting building permits and development orders for affordable housing.
6)
Requires local governments to update and electronically publish an inventory of publicly owned property that may be appropriate for affordable and workforce housing.
2023 Florida Statue 166.0451 per the 2023 Legislative Session:
166.0451 Disposition of municipal property for affordable housing.
(1) By October 1, 2023, and every 3 years thereafter, each municipality shall prepare an inventory list of all real property within its jurisdiction to which the municipality or any dependent special district within its boundaries holds fee simple title which is appropriate for use as affordable housing. The inventory list must include the address and legal description of each such property and specify whether the property is vacant or improved. The governing body of the municipality must review the inventory list at a public hearing and may revise it at the conclusion of the public hearing. Following the public hearing, the governing body of the municipality shall adopt a resolution that includes an inventory list of such property. Each municipality shall make the inventory list publicly available on its website to encourage potential development.
(2) The properties identified as appropriate for use as affordable housing on the inventory list adopted by the municipality may be used for affordable housing through a long-term land lease requiring the development and maintenance of affordable housing, offered for sale and the proceeds used to purchase land for the development of affordable housing or to increase the local government fund earmarked for affordable housing, sold with a restriction that requires the development of the property as permanent affordable housing, or donated to a nonprofit housing organization for the construction of permanent affordable housing. Alternatively, the municipality or special district may otherwise make the property available for use for the production and preservation of permanent affordable housing. For purposes of this section, the term “affordable” has the same meaning as in s. 420.0004(3).
(3) Municipalities are encouraged to adopt best practices for surplus land programs, including, but not limited to:
(a) Establishing eligibility criteria for the receipt or purchase of surplus land by developers;
(b) Making the process for requesting surplus lands publicly available; and
(c) Ensuring long-term affordability through ground leases by retaining the right of first refusal to purchase property that would be sold or offered at market rate and by requiring reversion of property not used for affordable housing within a certain time frame.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HOLLY HILL, FLORIDA, ADOPTING AN OFFICIAL LIST IDENTIFYING CITY-OWNED REAL PROPERTY DEEMED APPROPRIATE FOR USE AS AFFORDABLE HOUSING PURSUANT TO SECTION 166.0451, FLORIDA STATUTES; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, section 166.0451, Florida Statutes, requires all municipalities in Florida to prepare an inventory list of real property owned by each municipality that is appropriate for use as affordable housing by October 1, 2023, and every three years thereafter; and

WHEREAS, section 166.0451, Florida Statutes, further requires each municipality to review the inventory list at a public hearing, to adopt a resolution that includes the inventory list of such property, and to post the inventory list on the municipality’s website; and

WHEREAS, the City of Holly Hill has prepared and reviewed the City’s official inventory list of city-owned property deemed suitable for affordable housing and now seeks to adopt the inventory list as required by section 166.0451, Florida Statutes.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HOLLY HILL, Florida:


SECTION 1. The City Commission does hereby adopt the official list of real property owned by the City that which is appropriate for use as affordable housing, pursuant to section 166.0451(1), Florida Statutes, hereto attached and made a part of this resolution as “Exhibit A”.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY. If any section or portion of a section of this Resolution proves to be invalid, unlawful, or unconstitutional, it shall not be held to invalidate or impair the validity, force, or effect of any other section or part of this Resolution.

SECTION 3. CONFLICTS. This Resolution shall control over any Resolutions or parts of Resolutions in conflict herewith.

SECTION 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.
